October 19, 2009 Minutes

1. Dr. Leaman reviewed the minutes from the September 21, 2009 meeting.

2. The Superintendent’s PAC meetings are scheduled for: 12/14, 2/1, and 4/19.

Members present agreed to check calendars to see who may be able to attend the Superintendent’s PAC meetings.  Joni West will try to make the December 14th meeting.  Please notify Dr. Leaman if available. 

3. A letter written by Keenan Moore (in absentia) was read by Tim Martin to those present.  The copy was given to Dr. Leaman.  The members were happy to hear that the central office and School Board are supportive of the Facilitation Team processing the Confederate Flag issue with the school community.  A meeting of PAC members with the Facilitation Team was scheduled for October 27th at 7:00 p.m. 

4. Dr. Leaman gave an update from the School Wide Discipline program.  Students are having fewer office referrals so far this year and are meeting the school goals of a 15% reduction in the number of referrals each six weeks.

5. Dr. Leaman is preparing the annual “State of BHS” powerpoint presentation and will make it available for review in the future.

6. Dr. Leaman gave an H1N1 virus update.  The vaccination program is voluntary and will available to high school students during November or early December.  A consent form for the H1N1 virus will be sent home with students.

7. Dr. Leaman reviewed the Massanutten Regional Governor’s School selection process beginning in 2010-11.  The division has 15 slots available to juniors.  Each of the four high schools will receive three slots and the remaining 3 slots will be based on ranking of the remaining candidates.  It is understood that the limit of slots per school will be four.  Therefore, 3 of the 4 schools will have 4 seats and one school will have 3 seats.

8. The members completed the survey for the Rockingham County Public Schools six-year plan on the computers in the library.
