Present Level of Performance - (Page 2)

· The Present Level of Performance describes the effect of the student’s disability upon the student’s involvement and progress in the general education curriculum and area(s) of need.  This includes the student’s performance in academic areas (reading, math, communication, vocational skills, etc.) and non-academic areas (behavior, social skills, daily life activities, mobility, extracurricular activities, etc.).  The statement should be written in objective measurable terms, to the extent possible.  Inclusion of current data from evaluations and district or statewide assessments, if appropriate, should be self-explanatory or an explanation should be included.  There should be a direct relationship between the present level of educational performance and the other components of the IEP.

· For preschool students, this section should include how the student’s disability affects the student’s participation in appropriate activities.

· For secondary students, these statements should include information on vocational interests, self-advocacy, and independent living competencies.

Transition Services - (Pages 9 and 10)

· Student participation:  Part I-Age 13; Part II-Age 15 

· Part I:  Anticipated Transition Results
· Establish the student’s post-school desires to include vocational, independent living, and recreational and leisure pursuits

· Diploma options **Note graduation (with an advanced or standard diploma) is considered a change in placement and special education services will end

· Establish post-secondary outcomes and develop a services plan

· Part II:  Annual and Postsecondary Transition Goals and Services/Portfolio Activities

Goals and Objectives
· These are goals that the student can reasonably accomplish in a year.  The goals are segmented into short-term objectives or benchmarks.  Goals may be academic, address social or behavioral needs, relate to physical needs, or address other educational needs.  The goals must be measurable.  Short-term objectives are only mandatory for students participating in the VAAP.  If objectives are developed, the evaluation procedures selected to sample progress must be indicated as well as an assessment schedule and the agreed upon criterion for mastery.

Educational and Related Services - (Page 3)

· Services listed are determined necessary to address the student’s identified special education and related services needs

· Services listed are needed to receive a Free Appropriate Public Education (FAPE)

· Services listed are based on the student’s unique needs, not by disability

· Related services listed are required to assist a child with a disability to benefit from special education

· Transportation (if appropriate, consider any modifications, equipment, accommodations required)

Accommodations/Modifications - (Page 4)
· Program modifications listed are only those necessary for the student to achieve the goals and objectives of the IEP

Extent of Participation with Non-Disabled Peers - (Page 4) 

· Students with disabilities have available to them the variety of educational programs and services available to students without disabilities, including art, music, industrial arts, consumer and homemaking education, business education, and vocational education, as appropriate

· The assessment accommodations/modifications listed on the IEP should be adhered to throughout the school year
