Objects are made of one or more materials.





All materials are composed of parts too small to be seen without magnification.





Physical properties remain the same even if the material (e.g., plastic, paper, metal, ice) is reduced.





Physical properties are observable characteristics that allow us to differentiate objects.





Differentiate means to tell the difference between two or more different objects. 





Materials have their own set of physical properties that are observable.





Every object that takes up space is made of matter





Materials can be different colors, shapes, textures, or sizes. They can also be hard or soft.
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
