SMART Response LE Directions:

A. Install Software on computer:
a. If this is a school computer, contact a Tech/ITRT to install the software.  If it is your laptop or home computer, follow these directions:

b. Uninstall all SMART Notebook, Senteo, Drivers, Update, Gallery under Applications

c. Run the SMART uninstaller

d. Install the SMART Response 2.5 (only works on 10.5/10.6 computers) 

e. Delete the aware icon in SMART Board Drivers-Aditional Tools folder (May have to run Activity Monitor and kill aware)

B. Setting up the remotes (This only needs to be done one time.  This shouldn’t have to be done ever again).

a. Turn on the clickers.  Choose Scan and pick and hit enter.  If you don’t get this option or need to change the number, hold down the power and house icon for 2 seconds to reset a remote to teacher mode

b. Select your “class” (or initals of the school) name and hit enter.  

c. Select Clicker ID and set a different number for each clicker.  Put a sticker number on the back so you know which student gets which remote or use a permanent marker and label each clicker.  

d. Turn off the clicker.  

e. Repeat steps for all clickers.

C. Setting up Gradebook and Class lists (This only needs to be done once a year)

a. Plug in the usb SMART Response receiver
b. Click on the Smiling face (finder) icon in your dock.  Drag the Teacher Tools icon to your dock from Applications-SMART Response-Teacher Tools.  Click on Teacher Tools to load it.
c. Name your class “class” or the intials of your school “mves” .  This classroom name should be the same for all teachers at your school who plan to use these SMART Response.  It will save time if the name is the same.
d. Click begin.  Click a new SMART Teacher file and fill in the info with your personal info.  Save.  This activated the software.
e. Click on to work with class lists, assessments and resports, switch to Gradebook view.  
f. Check the box at the bottom of the window “start here when you start Teacher Tools”
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f. Select Add a Class
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g. Name your class your last name or prek and click add
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h. Select the Student tab at the top
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i. Click once on the Privacy:On button in the top right corner so it doesn’t hide the information as you type it in.
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j. Double-click under the Studenet ID.  Enter in the information in the top screen.  Click on the tab button to go to the next category or return to go to the next line.  Give a number and student ID to every student.  I would make the Student ID and number the same.
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k. This step is optional.  You can use tags if you want to be able to run reports to compare male vs female, ELL vs the rest of the class, SPED vs the class etc.  Just fill in tags or key words to identify each of the students.  Students can have several tags
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l. Select Teachers Tools-Quit.  You have setup your Gradebook

D. Creating questions
1. Load up Notebook.

2. Click on this icon [image: image8.wmf] or click on Response-insert title page.

3. Click on this icon [image: image9.wmf] or click on Response-insert question.

4. You have three types of questions you can ask:
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These can be opinion or have a correct answer.  If you want opinion, don’t choose a correct answer.  You can add pictures, movies or animations to Notebook to go along with the questions.  You can also edit the questions by double-clicking or move the question choices around the page.

E. Directions for giving a test using the SMART Response clickers:

1. Click on the Smiling face (finder) icon in your dock.  Drag the Teacher Tools icon to your dock from Applications-SMART Response-Teacher Tools.  Click on Teacher Tools to load it.
2. Click on the class and click “start class”.  Don’t close or quit Teacher Tools.
3. Load up Notebook with your questions and title page.  If you don’t have a title page, click on Response-insert title page.  Drag the title page to the top so it is the first page.
4. Click on Response-start assessment
5. Navigate to the first page by clicking the right arrow.
6. Select Start this question now.  After all students have answered, stop the question.
7. Go to the next question and start and stop.

8. When you are done, your results should automatically be saved in your Teacher Tools Gradebook under the assessments tab. 
F. Exporting Results or viewing Results

1. In Notebook, click on Response-export results to-web page

2. Your results were also saved automatically to your Teacher Tools Gradebook under the assessment tab so you can view them there too.  If you want to send the results, home, click on student performance under Reports.  Click on create.  A pdf with the results will be created for each student.
