This search is bad because it will search for every web page that contains Native OR Americans. This is the search most people do when they search from http://www.google.com .  
* You will get different results if you capitalize Native Americans or don’t add the ‘s’
	

	B. Typing in native americans in the this exact wording or phrase is a better search. [image: image2.png]Find web pages that have.
all these words:

this exact wording or phrase:
one or more of these words:





The exact phrase is the best way to search because it only finds web pages with the phrase “Native Americans”.  
	


	C. Click on the Date, usage rights, numeric range link.  Adding Where your keywords show up of in the title of the page along with the this exact wording or phrase of native americans improves the search. [image: image3.wmf]
This only finds web pages with Native Americans in the title of the page.  
	


	D. To narrow our search even more, we can change the Where your keywords show up to in the URL of the page. [image: image4.wmf]Notice that all the results have native Americans in the web page site address (URL)!

	E. A better choice would be to narrow our words so type in Iroquois clothing in the exact phrase instead of native Americans and change the Where your keywords show up to in the title of the page.

Search 2:  Search Domains/Websites

You can also search a domain or website.  This can be especially handy if there is no search box as well as the Google domain search is better than most website search engines! 

	A. Type in Check yes or no in the this exact wording or phrase and www.walmart.com in the Search within a site or domain box

Search 3:  Trim Back the URL

Websites are stored on computers.  You will be examining a computer located in Richmond.  You can explore websites by trimming back the URL.  Every forward slash represents a folder on a computer at that website. Trim back the URL and see what other websites there are!

Search 4:  Linked to a webpage (Popularity)

One quick and easy way to check a web page for credibility is to see how popular a web page is by how many other web pages link to it.  The more links to a page, the more likely the credibility of the web page is to use it for research.  This isn’t always true since marketers use this same technique to lure people to their website.

Search 8:  Scholarly

A. Most university and local libraries are online.  You can search for books to see if they are available.

1. Go to http://www.worldcat.org/ and type in the name of a book (ghost cadet).

2. Scroll down enter in location information like your zip code (22802) in the Enter Location Information box.  
4. Scroll down and view a list of your local libraries that carry the book.

Search 9: Maps

A. Go to http://www.google.com/maps.  Type in your address (226 Hawks Hill Drive, Broadway, VA)

1. Click on the link in the top right corner that says Satellite to see a satellite pictures.

2. Enter in 10 market st, san Francisco in the search box.  Click on Street View.  You can move the yellow person and see a 360 degree picture of that street!

Search 10: Fun
A. Go to www.google.com and type in pizza 22801.  Click on local search results to see all the results. 

B. Go to www.google.com and type buy sony camera.  Click on the Google links that says Shopping results Results. Narrow your search down by entering a price range on the left column.   This searches current ebay prices as well as websites online. Only buy from websites you have heard of or are secure websites (padlock).  

C. Go to www.google.com  and enter in a calculation.  Google has a built-in 4 function calculator.

D. Go to www.google.com and key in define: Internet.  Google has an online dictionary and will define any word.

E. Go to www.google.com and enter in your phone number (540) 896-8961 and see the owner of the phone number and maps to your place.

F. Go to www.google.com and enter in a flight number like United 134.  Google works with flightstats.com so you can see the exact time a flight is going to land and were in the air it currently is, speed, elavation etc.  Updates every minute.  

G. http://www.google.com/alerts -create an alert which sends an email to you telling you when a new powerpoint or website has been updated.  You can receive these alerts as they happen, weekly, or monthly.  
H. Go to www.google.com and type in weather Harrisonburg, VA.  See the forecast.  

Search 11:Web Page Not Found?
A. Click on the cached link found in the search results webpage as shown below.  Google keeps an old copy of webpages on the web.

A. Go to http://www.google.com/options/
a. Download the free Google Desktop-excellent for Windows computers-finds text in word, emails, or powerpoints to find your files.  E.G.  Search for school and it will find every document that has the word school in it.  

b. Download the free Google Earth-see the world in 3D.  Travel around.  You can go to major cities like Washington D.C. and take a virtual tour through the city.  Adjust the settings so you can see just like an airplane.  

c. Igoogle-customize your own start webpage with weather, news, google search etc.

d. Google Docs and spreadsheets-do word and excel files online and import or export to them-requires Firefox on a mac.

e. Picasa-equivalent of iphoto for Windows Computers

f. Sketchup-draw in 3D

Google-Coop Search Engine:

Creating your own customized Google Search Engine can limit students to only searching authentic websites as well as preventing bad or false websites.  It also helps in getting more accurate results.  For instance, my customized Search Engine searches all 133 Virginia School websites and finds SOL resources by powerpoints, word, excel, Smartboard, and web pages.
