Volunteering – 

The contact person at SHS for volunteering is Monica Robinson.  She has suggested to Elliott that there is tutoring needed for the students before, during, and after school.  It was suggested that some students may be able to tutor other students to earn community service hours.  Elliott will create a list of specific duties for volunteers and send it through email to the PTSA membership so that they can sign up for specific volunteer services.

Blazer Bash –

We need to reserve UREC at JMU now for the after-prom party called Blazer Bash.  The prom is scheduled for May 30 (verified) and Gina Roth is the contact person.  Fundraising needs to happen early as it costs several thousand dollars to provide this function.  Needed donations include money, prizes and food items.

Meal Tax-

Elliott conveyed that Dr. Fenn is strongly endorsing the Meal Tax Referendum, which will be on the November ballot.  While we cannot officially campaign for it, we can and will endorse it as a PTSA.
County Council Representative-

Spotswood still needs a County Council Representative to attend bimonthly meetings.  Anyone interested please get in touch with Elliott.

Effective Schoolwide Discipline (ESD)-

Camila Kite is the contact person for this program.  ESD is a program established to reduce the number of discipline problems that are referred to the office.  It is a program that essentially trains students on positive behavior and recognizes positive behavior.  It has been found to be effective in other schools and SHS implemented this program last year.  There is a three tier program rewarding good behavior with increasingly more valuable gifts.  Also, Field Day, in the spring is offered to all students who have not had discipline problems during the year.  A volunteer is needed to organize fundraising and solicit donations for the gifts and prizes.
Martin’s A+ Program-

Elliott will register SHS so that those who shop at Martin’s will have a percentage of each dollar donated to the school

Amerigas Fundraiser-

Tricia will look into the fundraiser offered by Amerigas.

Box Tops for Education-

These will be collected at the school to potentially raise several hundred dollars.

Mr. Woodward-

Mr. Woodward reported that Hilary Bierly has asked if the PTSA can pay for an assembly that has to do with students in crisis.  It is scheduled for November 14, so it was suggested that she find funding elsewhere, since it is so soon and we do not yet know our budget.
