Most students choose to take the SAT I test in the spring of their junior year and the fall of their senior year. The SAT II is a test in a particular subject area and we recommend that students take them close to completing their specific course, such as taking the U.S. History test after taking AP History or foreign language after your last foreign language class. Check college admissions requirements to see if an SAT II is needed.

American College Test – The ACT assessment is comparable to the SAT and is preferred or required by some colleges. The ACT is given in our area several times during the year at Skyline Middle School. If SAT scores are low you may want to take this test also.

Board of Education Seal – Standard or Advance Diploma with an “A” average

Governor’s Seal

· Complete the requirements for an Advanced Studies Diploma with an average grade of “B” or better AND
· Successfully complete college-level coursework that will earn the student at least 9 transferable college credits in Advanced Placement and/or Dual Enrollment

Career and Technical Education Seal – Standard or Advanced Diploma and complete one of these three:

· Maintain a “B” average in a prescribed career and technical education sequence

· Pass an exam in a career and technical education concentration

· Acquire a professional license

Seal of Excellence in Civics Education – Standard or Advanced Diploma

· “B” or better in History and Government

· 50 hours of community service or extracurricular activities

· Good attendance

· No disciplinary infractions

Early College Scholars Program – Students who earn an Advanced Studies Diploma with a Governor’s Seal and earn at least 15 transferrable college credits while enrolled in high school will be named Early College Scholars. The Early College Scholars agreement will be signed when the senior contract is reviewed.
Dress Code Policy of RCPS as stated in the 2009-2010 Parent-Student Handbook

Dress Code

Rockingham County School Board Policy JFC provides certain examples of dress/attire, which are unacceptable under the terms of Rockingham County Schools’ Code of Responsible Student Conduct.  The listing includes:

· Clothing which exposes undergarments, is immodest, or is worn in an unconventional manner

· Dog collars and chains

· Dress that inflames or defames

· Dress promoting or depicting a drug, tobacco, alcohol, violence, or sexually implicit or explicit message

· Dress with profane statements or meanings

· Dress which promotes or proclaims gang activities

· Hats or caps shall not be worn inside schools during regular school hours

Further specific examples include see-through apparel, tops exposing the midriff, cleavage, and strapless or spaghetti string tops.  Only customary earrings worn in the ear are acceptable body piercing allowed to be worn in the schools.  There should be no visible stud fillers.  Skirts worn should be mid-thigh length or longer.  Shorts should be sufficiently long to enable the fingertips to reach the end of the leg length when standing in a relaxed manner.  Tank tops should not have arm openings that expose the chest or undergarments.  Grills on teeth are prohibited as well as heel wheels.  It is clearly understood that appropriate dress within our schools enhances school climate and promotes student learning.
