V. New Business

a) Roundtable discussion

i. The groups feeling is that we should not just take a vendor’s cold call, but would like to have more vendors come with only suggestions from the SVTC contacts.  Pearson wanted to come and discuss

ii. Renaissance Place – D. D. Dawson wanted input for web-based applications.  Lisa Shenk says they have server based – math only- special ed. & title 1 uses it and praise it highly.  Reading First schools could be an issue.

iii. Online testing – Micker Madden – Math teachers are reluctant to try it.  Paul – anyone contemplating elementary field test.  Gwen Cauley said they use CCS and therefore, did not see much gain with doing the field test.  Just experience, because little feed back given.  

iv. Physical Fitness data management – D.D. Dawson – not as seamless as it could have been.  You have to send the student data and WAIT for them to upload them.  If you import one that is not yours by accident or it moves from one school to another, they must be manually added.  Using it is good, but the importing isn’t easy.

v. D. D. Dawson – Their principals got their VITAL checks.  

vi. Computer Technology standards revisions -  Looks like NETS*S 

vii. SOLmate – Glenda Gordon – do we have an assessment code.  Students self register.  Rob sent password when the test was ready to go.  You can practice now.  

viii. Anyone have people taking AP classes off of the state site?  Micker Madden – have to open up ports that were not open before.  Harrisonburg and Rockingham allow students to have restricted email accounts.  Needed to have in order to use discussion boards in courses that use Blackboard.  Students are taking those during the day and therefore, due to opening ports that are not usually open, they have designated computers for those students to use.  Harrisonburg uses regular web mail interface for students.  They can email themselves & individual teachers and store things on the server therefore they can get things at home.  Second level, can send to the same domain – must be teacher requested.  Third level can email out and have teacher requested and parent signature.  Joe Hill - Used Gaggle, but leaving and going to K-12 Technology which has the same type of features.  Filters content and will send it to teacher instead of addressee.  Teachers will send starter documents, students will have to add on then email it back.  

ix. John Neumann – Technology Conference in Charleston – SC public schools just got video streaming in October.  We are way ahead in most of those areas.

x. Consequence for a teacher not completing TSIP? -  frozen salary, can’t get recertified – provisional certificate is given until it is finished.
