IV. Old Business

A)   SOLmate – Assessment & results page would make it a more useful system.  They could create their own assessment – see table for modification prices. Gallery of repository of images option for improvements.  Printed version would be another option; Rob would think about 5 hours or so.  Budget - $4,225.00 as Proposed modifications and Optional Modifications.  $4,875.00 to add printing option.  Instead, proposal was made and passed to hire Rob for 75 hours to implement our modifications. Homemade assessments pull from entire pool.  Assessment questions are not going to be part of the pool for teacher’s to pick for practice questions.

TIMELINE:  March meeting (March 18th)

Discussion:  Test Designer – have to have CD, written in Filemaker.  Based on enrollment for pricing.  SOL correlated test questions with graphics are available.  Pricey.  

B) Administrative Training- Friday, June 24th.  JMU will host with no cost. Timeline:  Evaluating teachers using technology by providing checklist.  During that session teachers would do demos and the administrators would be evaluating the demos.  Afternoon was data decision making.  Email everyone a proposal and come to January meeting with final suggestions.  
V. New Business

a) Computer Technology SOL revisions – open for public comments.  Sups memo said 2 DOE people and representatives from the division will serve on a committee.  Pam would like to see the rep for our region come and discuss with SVTC what we would like to see as changes.  She would also like to see NETS*S being used as a guidelines.
