2. Treasurer’s Report – Karen Campbell

a. Karen has sent invoices and received dues from 19 divisions/organizations.  

b. Deposits and payments were made for ExploreLearning accounts – no change in finances as this was just flow-through money.  

3. EdTech Grant Update – Kelly Lineweaver

a. PETC has 14 participants; first classroom loan just completed.

b. Laptop labs are out for loans this semester; less interest than in years past; new application will be available in fall

c. NETS*T deadline for completion is October 12

d. Currently have over 400 educators certified; several divisions grant recertification points for completion (Waynesboro grants 5 pts. per rubric, Shenandoah grants 45 pts. for completion, Rockingham grants 90 pts. for completion)

e. Linda Holt requested that formula grant documents be more specific, demonstrating a direct connect between what is state on the application and reimbursement requests.  Also, performance reports were due Sept. 1 – these are required for individual and optional (but encouraged) for consolidated.

f. Rich Ingram announced that the NETS*T process has been granted ISTE’s seal of approval – the statewide system has the seal, and the SVTC system is “recognized” by ISTE; also, there will be a P21 summit in May.

5. WVPT Update – John Neumann

a. 89% completion rate of spring 2007 NTTI

b. There are 5 candidates for Master teacher.

c. Unitedstreaming usage reports were distributed.

6.  TeacherLine Courses and Facilitator Training – Charlotte Sappington

a. 25 educators signed up for TeacherLine facilitator training

b. Date TBD – either beginning Oct. 1 or Oct. 8; Charlotte coordinating this

c. Face-to-face class can be arranged by request, but not required

d. JMU is offering graduate credit for some TeacherLine courses and working to approve many more; $133 per credit hour

7. DOE information regarding NETS*T certification – Charlotte Sappington

a. Charlotte attended a meeting in August with DOE, and Lan Neugent expressed interest in the TeacherLine Capstone NETS*T course as a possible way for ITRTs across state to certify

b. In SVTC, 85 ITRTs certified, 233 attended NTTI, and 40 are Master teacher

8. Discovery Ed/Think Link SVTC rates – Charlotte Sappington

a. ThinkLink is interested in SVTC – Shenandoah County is familiar with this assessment program

b. Fred Scott will be lined up to present at the October meeting – maybe 12:30?

9. Visual Learning – Linda Holt

a. DOE was considering a Visual Thesaurus pilot with a small population, especially one with ESL students

b. Procurement procedures at DOE preclude any arrangement with the company, so proposing to SVTC to pilot software

c. Software would be for free in return for feedback to company and preparation of materials for how to implement program with students – negotiations would need to be arranged, but no financial commitment on part of consortium

d. Members will check with their ESL staff to gauge interest and report back at Oct. meeting

e. If there is interest, Kelly will be negotiator/spokesperson for SVTC
